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Management Commentary

Commenting on the Q3 & 9MFY23 results Mr. Vinay Tripathi, Managing Director of the company said:

“In Q3FY23, our revenues stood at Rs. 213 crores & EBIDTA stood at Rs. 8 crores. We have witnessed dip in revenues and
margins on account low volume of container load in the current quarter & dip in freight rates. This was largely attributable
to disruption in the Morbi region of Gujarat for our major industry vertical of Marbles & Granite. Margins were also
impacted on account of high costs from our newly added vertical of sale & service of commercial vehicles & spare parts.
We are confident that higher volumes with help absorption of fixed cost & operating leverage play out.

Revenues from our sale of Petrol & Petroleum products stood Rs 36 crores and EBITDA stood at Rs 1 crore for 9MFY23. The
vertical continues to be profitable and proves beneficial to our strategy of revenue diversification.

With our wide range of logistical services and addition of segments ancillary to logistics, we believe that we are on a
growth trajectory. We are confident of this strategy playing out, witnessing higher growth in revenues & profitability in the
long run. We remain focused on our three-fold strategy of revenue diversification; industry diversification and addition of
wallet share in existing customers by cross selling additional services under one roof.

At ASL, we are committed towards providing end to end logistics services across the value chain and innovating our
business model as per the needs of the customers and business.”
